Graduation Requirements for
2013 Graduating Seniors

You will need:

English 4 credits
Math 4 credits
Science 3 credits
Social Studies 3 credits
Practical or Fine Arts 1 credit
Personal Fitness % credit
Other PE % credit
Electives 8 credits
Total: 24 credits
You also need:

2.0 GPA

Passing score on FCAT Reading and Math



FCAT Requirements

Must pass the 10" grade Reading
and Math FCAT with a score of 300
or higher.

If you have not passed the FCAT
you can take the ACT or SAT to use
as concordant scores.

Reading ACT 1 18; SAT T 420
Math ACT T 15; SAT T 340

3.0 weighted GPA in 16 specific courses
22 composite ACT or 1020 Verbal/Math SAT
2 credits Foreign Language in the same language
75 hours of community service

Florida Gold Seal
3.0 GPA in academic credits and 3.5 GPA in
3 vocational credits within one vocational program.
Passing CPT, ACT or SAT score

30 hours of community service
